Available OEM Products 

Stoneware’s webNetwork technology is on the cutting edge of SSL appliance and portal technology.  

Stoneware’s technology can be implemented in several different OEM configurations to provide unquie 

product and service opportunities.  

 

SSL VPN – provides external users with remote access to web and network applications running 

inside the corporate network.  The SSL VPN provides a secure SSL connection between the 

user’s desktop and the assigned coporate applications.  The SSL VPN is accessed through a web 

browser interface (webDesktop) that deploys a Java SSL client that will run across all desktop 

platforms (Windows, Linux, Mac). 

 

Clientless SSL VPN – provides external users with remote access to web applications running 

inside the corporate network.  The Clientless  SSL VPN runs in Kiosk mode and therefore does 

not require Windows Active X controls or browser plugins to be loaded on the client.   The 

Clientless SSL VPN supports single sign-on, real-time rules, HTTP header management, and 

Virtual Names. 

 

webOS – the next evolution in desktop virtualization, Stoneware’s webOS virtualizes a user’s 

desktop in a standard web browser.  Based on AJAX tehnology, webOS presents a desktop 

interface that moves with the user regardless if they are working from a remote office, on the 

road, or sitting at a kiosk.  While other virtualizations of the desktop are limited in scalability, 

Stoneware’s webOS can scale into the thousands from a single server. 
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File Services – provides full access to corporate file resources through a common browser 

interface or Windows Explorer view.  File Services can provides users with access to Windows, 

Linux, Unix, NetWare, and FTP file system.  File Services support single sign-on, filtered rights, 

and dynamic variable substitution. 

 

Document Publishing – Document Publishing will giv e any organization a simple and secure 

means of publishing, accessing, and sharing documents across the web .  Employees that need to 

share documents with co-workers, customers, and suppliers can easily publish a document to 

other users through the webNetwork without the hassle of on-line content editing or creating 

massive Internet mailing lists.  Document Publishing provides all users with the capability of 

publishing and managing documents across employees, departments, and organizations.   

 

Report Services – Stoneware’s Report Services allows any organization to quickly build, secure, 

and deploy custom reports from any data source inside the organization.  Report Services creates 

dynamic reports that can be secured, distributed, and assigned to users, groups, and 

organizations.  Reports can be displayed in HTML, Excel, Graphic, Text, PDF, or XML format.  

Report Services can build dynamic input and edit screens to any JDBC/ODBC data source. 

 

webDesktop – Each user has their own personalized web desktop that displays the critical 

information they need to perform their job.  The webDesktop can display reports, documents, links, 

pages, components, sites, inboxes, calendars, and other important corporate information.  The 

webDesktop is the user’s personalized interface into the web network and its resources.  The 

webDesktop is a HTML user interface that supports any browser (IE, Mozilla, Netscape, Safari, Opera, 

and Firefox). 

 

Terminal Server Integration - Many organizations have implemented terminal service products 

to deliver the traditional DOS and Windows applications over the web.  webNetwork integrates 

and secures these terminal service applications allowing users to access both traditional web  
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webAdmin -  webAdmin is a completely extensible web management  interface.  webAdmin 

provides a robust management interface for configuring product components, assigning rights, 

and performing user/group management.  webAdmin can be easily extended to include 

additional management capabilities or include existing management interfaces. 

 
 

Application Interfaces

rich Java API / web service interface.  Through web services, webNetwork resources and services can 

be accessed by wide range development frameworks.  webNetwork’s directory integration model allows 

ISVs to access and use directory service information for the management of applications and services.
